Club Nights 
 AWANA Club runs from 09/07/11 through 5/16/12 

 Club meets weekly on Wednesday nights from 5:55 until 7:45pm 

 Supper is available beginning at 5pm (pre-pay envelopes available at AWANA info table) 

PRE-PAY ONLY = $2 Snack Meal (pizza, corn dogs, etc) or $4 Full Meal (meat, starch, veggie, etc) 

Price is not based on age but on type of meal (3 & under is still free).  Pre-pay due by Mon at NOON. 

If you don’t pre-pay, there is an additional $3 per meal & a possibility there won’t be meals left to buy 

 If your child does not eat supper at FBC, do not drop them off for club until 5:55pm 

 Parents are responsible for children until club begins

What Happens on Club Night? 

Each club night is divided into 5 segments:   

Opening Ceremony, Handbook Time, Worship Time, Game Time and Pick-up Time 

 

1. Opening Ceremony:  Approximately 5 minutes 
This is the disciplined structured start to each club meeting.  This time includes: 

o Welcoming clubbers 
o Pledges to the American flag and AWANA flag 
o Group Prayer 

 

2. Handbook Time:  Approximately 30 minutes 
*Clubbers MUST bring their handbooks to club each week  

This time consists of interaction between each individual clubber and their listener. 

o Handbook sections should be completed or memorized before coming to club. 
o Clubbers recite Bible verses to their listeners. 
o Listeners sign off on sections according to the AWANA standards below. 
o Awards – clubbers receive awards as they complete sections in their handbooks. 

 

AWANA standards 

The clubbers need to recite an entire section in one sitting. Leaders can give a child up to two 
prompts (or helps) for each section, and a prompt may consist of one to three words. When working 

on the handbook review sections, each child is required to recite verses word perfect (no helps).  
A child who consistently passes at least 2-3 sections per week (Sparks and T&T clubs) should be 

successful in completing their handbook by the end of the AWANA Club Year. 

 

3. Worship Time:  Approximately 30 minutes 
This group time involves all the children in each individual club together for: 
o Praise and worship songs 
o Interactive and exciting Biblical instructions, principles and concepts as they relate to living the 

Christian life. 

 

4. Game Time: Approximately 30 minutes 
*Clubbers MUST wear rubber soled athletic shoes to club 

This group time offers clubbers the opportunity to participate as team members in highly engaging 
physical and mental activities. These activities develop team spirit, good sportsmanship, and 
coordination skills. 

 

5. Pick-up Time: Begins at approximately 7:50pm 
o Please do NOT ask to pick up your child early unless it is an emergency, as this causes an 

interruption to their leader’s teaching and is distracting for the other clubbers. 
o Pick-up for Cubbies, Sparks and T&T will be in the Family Ministry Building 
o Please be considerate of our adult volunteer’s time and BE ON TIME for pick-up 



General Club Guidelines 
The following guidelines are designed to ensure the safety and security of each child as well as 

to create a positive environment for learning and building friendships. 
Please read these guidelines and review them with your child 

 
1. Parents/Guardians are strongly encouraged to be on FBC grounds on club nights.  Many opportunities 

are available for you.  Per our safety guidelines, adults cannot be in the classroom settings with 
children unless they have been a member of FBC of Live Oak for 6 months and have passed a volunteer 
screening application. 

2. Clubbers and leaders are expected and encouraged to be in AWANA uniform (t-shirt and rubber soled 
athletic shoes). Extra shirts can be purchased for $10. 

3. Clubbers are expected and encouraged to bring their Bibles and handbooks to each club night. Please 
do not bring toys to club. 

4. Clubbers are expected and encouraged to use only kind speech and refrain from ALL vulgarity, 
inappropriate gestures, and rough play. 

5. Leaders and clubbers are expected and encouraged to respect each other as well as church property. 
6. Clubbers are not charged any fees when they first receive their handbooks and uniforms or for 

participation in the club, but replacement items will incur an at-cost charge. 
7. AWANA encourages regular club and Sunday School/Church attendance.  
8. It may be necessary during handbook time to limit the number of sections a clubber may say at one 

time, allowing all clubbers to have an opportunity to say sections. Our goal is to allow each Sparks and 
T&T clubber to say at least 2-3 sections per club night. Setting a pace of 2-3 sections per club night will 
allow your child to finish one book by the end of club year. The maximum # of sections a clubber can 
recite is 5 per club night.  Cubbies will be limited to pass off only 1 section per club night unless doing 
make-up work because of being absent. 

9. First Baptist Church AWANA Club strives to be a club that is committed to following AWANA Clubs Ten 
Standards of Excellence for AWANA Children’s Clubs as outlined by AWANA Clubs International on their 
official website www.awana.org 

10. The AWANA Grand Prix will be held during the spring this club year, so be watching for more info to 
come. Each clubber is encouraged to design and create a “pine-box” race car from approved AWANA 
kits and compete in races on our official race track. Awards are given by club for speed and design 
(clubbers must be present to be eligible). Cost will be $10.00 per car. Official AWANA rules for building 
and racing the cars are given with each kit and will be followed. Winners will be eligible to participate 
in the Regional AWANA Grand Prix in February (exact date and location to be announced later). 

11. Our annual AWANA Awards Ceremony will be held on May 9, 2011 and the AWANA Festival will be 
held on May 16, 2011.  Parents and family members should plan to attend both.
